"What is God Like?" – GOD IS LOVE – Lesson 1 
 
John 3:16 says:  For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that 
whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life 
 
How would you pray this verse? Can you say thank you to God for  
loving the world so much that He GAVE His only Son?  Tell a parent  
or teacher, then color in the box. 
 
Romans 5:5 says, Now hope does not disappoint, because the love of God has been 
poured out in our hearts by the Holy Spirit who was given to us.  
 
How would you pray this verse? Can you pray to receive the love of   
God? Do this with a parent or teacher, then color in the shape. 
 
In Ephesians 3:18-19, the apostle Paul prayed that we would KNOW how wide - and 
long - and deep -  and high is Gods love. He prayed that we would KNOW the love of 
Christ  
 
Can you agree with this prayer? Do you want to know how wide,  
long, deep and high God’s love is? Can you tell Jesus this and  
ask Him to help you? Do it with a parent or teacher and then  
color in the shape. 
 
Psa. 17:7 Wonderfully show your steadfast love  
 
What does steadfast mean? Can you ask the Lord to show YOU  
His steadfast love? Do it with a parent or teacher and then color  
in the shape. 
 
Psa. 36:7 How precious is your steadfast love   
What does it mean when we say God’s love is precious? Can you  
ask Him to make it precious to you? Do it with a parent or teacher  
and then color in the shape. 
 
Psa. 63:3 Because your steadfast love is better than life, my lips will praise you. 
Will YOUR lips praise the Lord because His love is better than life?  
Could you ask the Lord to help you understand how His love is  
better than life? Do it with a parent or teacher and then color  
in the shape. 
 
 Psa. 69:16 Your steadfast love is good 
Can you simply pray this back to the Lord? It is true in your life. 
Do it with a parent or teacher and then color in the shape. 



 
 
Gal 2:20: … the life I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me 
and gave himself for me. 
 
Can you simply pray “thank you God for loving ME” Do it with a parent or teacher 
and then draw a picture of  yourself  in a heart representing you being 
surrounded with God’s love.
